Model Energy Code Saves Money

Following the 1995 CABO Model Energy Code would creme
significant savings for homeowners and owners of multiple-
family facilities compared with the 1992 code currendy in use,
2 recent Housing and Urban Development (HUD) assessment
has found. The 1995 Model Energy Code “resultsin a significant
increase in energy efficiency, is technologically feasible, and is
economically jusdfied,” reports the Assessment of the 1995
Model Energy Cade for Adoption. .

Single-family owners would save an average of $41 pér year
in home encrgy costs under the 1995 Model Energy Code com-
pared with the 1992 code, according 10 the report. Average
annual energy cost savings would range from 322 in the State of
Washington to $67 in Arizona. Inital building cost increases
would range from $172 in Coanecticut 10 $487 in Nevada.
Annual savings for homes in low-rise muldple-family buildings
would average $37.

The Mode! Energy Code is periodically revised by the Council
of American Building Officials (CABO). (NOTE: As of January
1, [998, maintenance of this code will be transferred 10 the
Internstional Code Council.)

In keeping with the Energy Policy Actof 1992, HUD and the
U.S. Deparstment of Agriculture will then determine whether to
require compliance with a revised Model Energy Code for
morigages insured, guaranteed, or made under their loan
programs. This study, by the Pacific Northwest National Labo-
ratory, measured the energy efficiency and economic impact of
the 1995 Model Energy Cude for single-family and low-risc
multiple-family homes and will be instrumental in that
degermination. :
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
